                 Hope in God’s Unfailing Mercies 
 

                                 

   Happy New Year!   Praise God from Whom all blessings flow!    

   We have been blessed to see another year.  God has kept us, 

guided us, and provided our every need by His grace and mercy.  We realize that our 

journey over the past year or years could not have been successful if it had not been for the 

LORD’s everlasting mercies.  The prophet Jeremiah reminds us of our hope in God’s 

unfailing mercies in the book of Lamentations, 

 “This I recall to my mind, therefore have I hope.  It is of the LORD’s mercies that we are 

not consumed, because His compassions fail not.  They are new every morning: great is thy 

faithfulness.  The LORD is my portion, saith my soul; therefore will I hope in Him.  The 

LORD is good unto them that wait for HIM, to the soul that seeketh Him (Lamentations 

3:21-25). 

 This text reminds us of our eternal hope in God.  When we recall Who God is and 

His provisional promises, we know Him as the Source of hope.   No matter what personal 

or collective challenges, changes, crisis, or circumstance we face, we still have hope in 

God.  Our faith is not based on the circumstances or happenings we see.  The book of 

Hebrews teaches us that Biblical faith is the substance of things hoped for; the evidence of 

things not seen (Hebrews 11:1).  As we face this New Year, we stand on our changeless 

faith in our changeless God.  Therefore, we trust God beyond what we see in the natural.  

We trust God’s providential plan and purpose for our destiny.   

 We must also remember that if the LORD’s mercies kept us in years past, we must 

trust His mercies for the days and years ahead.  So many people face the New Year with 

anxiety, apprehension, and fear of the unknown.  As a nation, many people are perplexed 

by the challenges that lie ahead.

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The New Year is here! Did you make any financial resolutions?  If 

not, now is the time to create and execute your plan for a better 

financial life.  I know this has been printed several times but if it 

reaches one more person or serves as a reminder for some it is 

worth repeating.  My favorite book for getting out and staying out 

of debt is Debt-Proof Living by Mary Hunt .    The basic principles 

are listed below. 

 

A. The foundation of Debt -Proof Living is based on the 10-10-80 

formula.  For every dollar you receive, TITHE 10%, SAVE 10%, 

and ADJUST your lifestyle to fit within the remaining 80% of 

your net income. 

B. Track your expenses.  Tracking means to create written daily 

spending records.  The objective is to (1) Determine your 

average monthly expenses, (2) Identify places money is leaking 

out of your life and (3) Create a monthly spending plan.  

C. Keep daily records for 30 days.  Get index cards for each day.  

Write the date, amount and what you purchased on each card.  

When money leaves your life in the form of cash, debit card, 

credit card or check, write it on the index card.  At the end of 

30 days, you should knave a record of all expenses for the 

month.  Couples with have 60 cards. 

D. Merge daily records.  Go through your index cards and develop 

no more than 15-20 categories. 

 *  Most common categories are mortgage or rent, utilities, 

 groceries, entertainment, cell phones, cable TV, fast food, 

 kidõs allowance, car payment and miscellaneous. 

 *  Assign each expense to a category. 

 *  Add each column to get grand totals.  These are your 

 expenses for the month. 

 *  Determine net income for the month.  

 *  If your expenses exceed your net income, money is 

 leaking out of your life  and you will need to cut expenses 

 where you can.  Examine each category carefully to decide 

 what can be cut. 

 * Try again. 10-10-80.  If you are still unable to live on 80% 

 of your income  look for more ways to cut expenses or 

 increase income.  You may have to change the formula to  

 5-5-90 until you are able to work your way up to 10 -10-80.  

 Remember this is a lifestyle not just a temporary fix. 

 

This is just a brief summary of what of what you need to do to get 

started on your path to a new financial life.  Just remember once 

you get started keep at it.  Doing it, even when you donõt feel like it 

builds confidence that youõll know how to keep doing it even when 

you donõt want to. 

 

Establish goals, make a plan, read, research and educate yourself.  

Never keep all of your money and never spend it all.  Let giving to 

others and saving for the future quiet your desires and keep your 

lire in proper perspective.  Do not focus on what you lack, instead 

be grateful for all that you have.

Part 2  series on grief and the holidays. 
 

Holiday times are supposed to be times of celebration.  Well-

meaning people may expect you to submerge your feelings of grief and loss,

please them.  This year the holidays will be different for you.  You are under 

no obligation to be cheerful. 

 Friends and family members may also take on the 

obligation of trying to make sure you enjoy the holiday season.  You may 

find this awkward and burdensome.  Make it clear they are not responsible 

for making you happy at holiday time. 

 Give yourself permission to make changes in traditions 

that do not bring you comfort.  You may wish to consider starting new 

traditions that help you remember your loved one in a way that brings you 

peace or happiness.  Remember that others may not be ready to give up a 

tradition they cherish.   

When you share your grief by talking about your feelings with 

others, it will make you feel better.  This is true at the holiday season.  But a 

key part of this is finding comforting, supportive people to talk to.  Identify 

those family members and friends  who understand that the holidays 

increase your feelings of loss, and who will allow you to talk freely about  

those feelings. 

While we expect our grief to lessen as months and years go by, 

you may experience more acute feelings of grief during the second holiday 

season than you did the first year.  Often the first holiday season will find 

you running on auto-pilot, still partially in shock over the loss.  Also, you may 

not receive the same level of emotional support during the second holiday 

season that  you did the first time.   

Under normal circumstances, we all expect holiday to be joyful 

times, and your holidays will be again, too.  Holidays are vital times of 

healing.  The time will come when the memories of your loved one are a 

source of comfort for you, not a cause of distress. 

Enjoying the holidays does not mean you have to forget a loved 

one who has died.  You know you will never forget.  When your thoughts 

and memories of your loved one fill you with joy, rather than pain, you will 

know that healing has begun.
